[5] Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners
in the congregation of the righteous.

[6] For the LORD knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the
ungodly shall perish.

Psalms 2

[1] Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine a vain thing?

[2] The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel
together, against the LORD, and against his anointed, saying,

[3] Let us break their bands asunder, and cast away their cords from us.
[4] He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall have them
in derision.

[5] Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in his sore
displeasure.

[6] Yet have | set my king upon my holy hill of Zion.

[7] | will declare the decree: the LORD hath said unto me, Thou art my
Son; this day have | begotten thee.

[8] Ask of me, and | shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance,
and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.

Psalms 2

[10] Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the
earth.
[11] Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling.

Psalms 2

[12] Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the way, when
his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are all they that put their trust
in him.

Psalms 3



[1] LORD, how are they increased that trouble me! many are they that
rise up against me.

[2] Many there be which say of my soul, There is no help for him in God.
Selah.

[3] But thou, O LORD, art a shield for me; my glory, and the lifter up of
mine head.

[4] | cried unto the LORD with my voice, and he heard me out of his
holy hill.

[7] Arise, O LORD; save me, O my God: for thou hast smitten all mine
enemies upon the cheek bone; thou hast broken the teeth of the
ungodly.

[8] Salvation belongeth unto the LORD: thy blessing is upon thy people.
Selah.

[3] But know that the LORD hath set apart him that is godly for himself:
the LORD will hear when | call unto him.

Psalms 4

[5] Offer the sacrifices of righteousness, and put your trust in the LORD.

Psalms 4

[8] | will both lay me down in peace, and sleep: for thou, LORD, only
makest me dwell in safety.

Psalms 5

[4] For thou art not a God that hath pleasure in wickedness: neither
shall evil dwell with thee.



Psalms 5
[5] The foolish shall not stand in thy sight: thou hatest all workers of
iniquity.

Psalms 5
[6] Thou shalt destroy them that speak leasing: the LORD will abhor the
bloody and deceitful man.

Psalms 5
[7] But as for me, | will come into thy house in the multitude of thy
mercy: and in thy fear will | worship toward thy holy temple.

Psalms 5

[8] Lead me, O LORD, in thy righteousness because of mine enemies;
make thy way straight before my face.

Psalms 5

[9] For there is no faithfulness in their mouth; their inward part is very
wickedness; their throat is an open sepulchre; they flatter with their
tongue.



Psalms 5

[10] Destroy thou them, O God; let them fall by their own counsels; cast
them out in the multitude of their transgressions; for they have
rebelled against thee.

Psalms 5

[11] But let all those that put their trust in thee rejoice: let them ever
shout for joy, because thou defendest them: let them also that love thy
name be joyful in thee.

Psalms 5

[12] For thou, LORD, wilt bless the righteous; with favour wilt thou
compass him as with a shield.

Psalms 7

[3] O LORD my God, if | have done this; if there be iniquity in my hands;
[4] If | have rewarded evil unto him that was at peace with me; (yea, |
have delivered him that without cause is mine enemy:)
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[5] Let the enemy persecute my soul, and take it; yea, let him tread
down my life upon the earth, and lay mine honour in the dust. Selah.

Psalms 7

[9] Oh let the wickedness of the wicked come to an end; but establish
the just: for the righteous God trieth the hearts and reins.

Psalms 7
[10] My defence is of God, which saveth the upright in heart.

Psalms 7

[11] God judgeth the righteous, and God is angry with the wicked every
day.

[12] If he turn not, he will whet his sword; he hath bent his bow, and
made it ready.

Psalms 7

[14] Behold, he travaileth with iniquity, and hath conceived mischief,
and brought forth falsehood.
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[15] He made a pit, and digged it, and is fallen into the ditch which he
made.

[16] His mischief shall return upon his own head, and his violent dealing
shall come down upon his own pate.

Psalms 9

[5] Thou hast rebuked the heathen, thou hast destroyed the wicked,
thou hast put out their name for ever and ever.

Psalms 9

[8] And he shall judge the world in righteousness, he shall minister
judgment to the people in uprightness.

Psalms 9

[9] The LORD also will be a refuge for the oppressed, a refuge in times
of trouble.

Psalms 9
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[10] And they that know thy name will put their trust in thee: for thou,
LORD, hast not forsaken them that seek thee.

Psalms 9

[12] When he maketh inquisition for blood, he remembereth them: he
forgetteth not the cry of the humble.

Psalms 9

[15] The heathen are sunk down in the pit that they made: in the net
which they hid is their own foot taken.

Psalms 9
[16] The LORD is known by the judgment which he executeth: the
wicked is snared in the work of his own hands. Higgaion. Selah.

Psalms 9
[17] The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget
God.
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Psalms 9
[18] For the needy shall not alway be forgotten: the expectation of the
poor shall not perish for ever.

Psalms 10

[2] The wicked in his pride doth persecute the poor: let them be taken
in the devices that they have imagined.

Psalms 10
[3] For the wicked boasteth of his heart's desire, and blesseth the
covetous, whom the LORD abhorreth.

Psalms 10
[4] The wicked, through the pride of his countenance, will not seek
after God: God is not in all his thoughts.

Psalms 10
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[17] LORD, thou hast heard the desire of the humble: thou wilt prepare
their heart, thou wilt cause thine ear to hear:

Psalms 10

[18] To judge the fatherless and the oppressed, that the man of the
earth may no more oppress.

Psalms 11

[4] The LORD is in his holy temple, the LORD's throne is in heaven: his
eyes behold, his eyelids try, the children of men.

Psalms 11
[5] The LORD trieth the righteous: but the wicked and him that loveth
violence his soul hateth.

Psalms 11
[6] Upon the wicked he shall rain snares, fire and brimstone, and an
horrible tempest: this shall be the portion of their cup.

behold the upright.

[20] The LORD rewarded me according to my righteousness; according
to the cleanness of my hands hath he recompensed me.

[21] For | have kept the ways of the LORD, and have not wickedly
departed from my God.

[22] For all his judgments were before me, and | did not put away his
statutes from me.

[23] | was also upright before him, and | kept myself from mine iniquity.

Psalms 18

[25] With the merciful thou wilt shew thyself merciful; with an upright
man thou wilt shew thyself upright;

Psalms 18
[26] With the pure thou wilt shew thyself pure; and with the froward
thou wilt shew thyself froward.
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Psalms 18
[27] For thou wilt save the afflicted people; but wilt bring down high
looks.

Psalms 18

[28] For thou wilt light my candle: the LORD my God will enlighten my
darkness.

Psalms 18
[29] For by thee | have run through a troop; and by my God have |
leaped over a wall.

Psalms 18
[30] As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the LORD is tried: he is a
buckler to all those that trust in him.
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Psalms 19

[7] The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of
the LORD is sure, making wise the simple.

Psalms 19

[8] The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart: the
commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes.

[9] The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of
the LORD are true and righteous altogether.

[10] More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold:
sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb.

[11] Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and in keeping of them
there is great reward.

Psalms 22

[4] Our fathers trusted in thee: they trusted, and thou didst deliver
them.

[5] They cried unto thee, and were delivered: they trusted in thee, and
were not confounded.

Psalms 22
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[24] For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted;

neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he
heard.

Psalms 22

[26] The meek shall eat and be satisfied: they shall praise the LORD that
seek him: your heart shall live for ever.

Psalms 25

[1] Unto thee, O LORD, do | lift up my soul.
[2] O my God, | trust in thee: let me not be ashamed, let not mine
enemies triumph over me.

Psalms 25
: Indeed, let no one who waits on You be ashamed;
Let those be ashamed who deal treacherously without cause.

Psalms 25
[4] Shew me thy ways, O LORD; teach me thy paths.
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Psalms 25

[5] Lead me in thy truth, and teach me: for thou art the God of my
salvation; on thee do | wait all the day.

Psalms 25

[9] The meek will he guide in judgment: and the meek will he teach his
way.

Psalms 25
[10] All the paths of the LORD are mercy and truth unto such as keep
his covenant and his testimonies.

Psalms 25

[12] What man is he that feareth the LORD? him shall he teach in the
way that he shall choose.

[13] His soul shall dwell at ease; and his seed shall inherit the earth.

[14] The secret of the LORD is with them that fear him; and he will shew
them his covenant.
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Psalms 25

[15] Mine eyes are ever toward the LORD; for he shall pluck my feet out
of the net.

Psalms 25

[20] O keep my soul, and deliver me: let me not be ashamed; for | put
my trust in thee.

Psalms 26

[4] | have not sat with vain persons, neither will | go in with dissemblers.

Psalms 26

[5] I have hated the congregation of evil doers; and will not sit with the
wicked.
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Psalms 27

[4] One thing have | desired of the LORD, that will | seek after; that |
may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to behold
the beauty of the LORD, and to inquire in his temple.

Psalms 27

[14] Wait on the LORD: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen
thine heart: wait, | say, on the LORD.

Psalms 30

[5] For his anger endureth but a moment; in his favour is life: weeping
may endure for a night, but joy cometh in the morning.

Psalms 31

[19] Oh how great is thy goodness, which thou hast laid up for them
that fear thee; which thou hast wrought for them that trust in thee
before the sons of men!

[20] Thou shalt hide them in the secret of thy presence from the pride
of man: thou shalt keep them secretly in a pavilion from the strife of
tongues.
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Psalms 31

[24] Be of good courage, and he shall strengthen your heart, all ye that
hope in the LORD.

Psalms 32

[10] Many sorrows shall be to the wicked: but he that trusteth in the
LORD, mercy shall compass him about.

Psalms 33

[18] Behold, the eye of the LORD is upon them that fear him, upon
them that hope in his mercy;
[19] To deliver their soul from death, and to keep them alive in famine.

Psalms 33
[20] Our soul waiteth for the LORD: he is our help and our shield.
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Psalms 33

[21] For our heart shall rejoice in him, because we have trusted in his
holy name.

Psalms 34

[4] | sought the LORD, and he heard me, and delivered me from all my
fears.

Psalms 34

[5] They looked unto him, and were lightened: and their faces were not
ashamed.

Psalms 34

[7] The angel of the LORD encampeth round about them that fear him,
and delivereth them.

Psalms 34
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[8] O taste and see that the LORD is good: blessed is the man that
trusteth in him.

Psalms 34

[9] O fear the LORD, ye his saints: for there is no want to them that fear
him.

[10] The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they that seek the
LORD shall not want any good thing.

Psalms 34

[12] What man is he that desireth life, and loveth many days, that he
may see good?

[13] Keep thy tongue from evil, and thy lips from speaking guile.

[14] Depart from evil, and do good; seek peace, and pursue it.

Psalms 34

[15] The eyes of the LORD are upon the righteous, and his ears are
open unto their cry.

Psalms 34

[16] The face of the LORD is against them that do evil, to cut off the
remembrance of them from the earth.

Psalms 34

[17] The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and delivereth them out
of all their troubles.

Psalms 34

[19] Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the LORD delivereth
him out of them all.
[20] He keepeth all his bones: not one of them is broken.

Psalms 34

[21] Evil shall slay the wicked: and they that hate the righteous shall be
desolate.

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[22] The LORD redeemeth the soul of his servants: and none of them
that trust in him shall be desolate.

Psalms 37

[1] Fret not thyself because of evildoers, neither be thou envious
against the workers of iniquity.

[2] For they shall soon be cut down like the grass, and wither as the
green herb.

[3] Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and
verily thou shalt be fed.

[4] Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of
thine heart.

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[5] Commit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring
it to pass.

[6] And he shall bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy
judgment as the noonday.

Psalms 37

[7] Rest in the LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself
because of him who prospereth in his way, because of the man who
bringeth wicked devices to pass.

[8] Cease from anger, and forsake wrath: fret not thyself in any wise to
do evil.

Psalms 37
[9] For evildoers shall be cut off: but those that wait upon the LORD,
they shall inherit the earth.

Psalms 37
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[10] For yet a little while, and the wicked shall not be: yea, thou shalt
diligently consider his place, and it shall not be.

Psalms 37

[11] But the meek shall inherit the earth; and shall delight themselves
in the abundance of peace.

Psalms 37

[17] For the arms of the wicked shall be broken: but the LORD
upholdeth the righteous.

Psalms 37

[18] The LORD knoweth the days of the upright: and their inheritance
shall be for ever.

[19] They shall not be ashamed in the evil time: and in the days of
famine they shall be satisfied.

Psalms 37
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[21] The wicked borroweth, and payeth not again: but the righteous
sheweth mercy, and giveth.

Psalms 37
[22] For such as be blessed of him shall inherit the earth; and they that
be cursed of him shall be cut off.

Psalms 37

[23] The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD: and he
delighteth in his way.

[24] Though he fall, he shall not be utterly cast down: for the LORD
upholdeth him with his hand.

Psalms 37

[25] | have been young, and now am old; yet have | not seen the
righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging bread.
[26] He is ever merciful, and lendeth; and his seed is blessed.

Psalms 37

32



[27] Depart from evil, and do good; and dwell for evermore.

Psalms 37

[28] For the LORD loveth judgment, and forsaketh not his saints; they
are preserved for ever: but the seed of the wicked shall be cut off.

Psalms 37

[29] The righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein for ever.

Psalms 37

[30] The mouth of the righteous speaketh wisdom, and his tongue
talketh of judgment.
[31] The law of his God is in his heart; none of his steps shall slide.

Psalms 37

[32] The wicked watcheth the righteous, and seeketh to slay him.
[33] The LORD will not leave him in his hand, nor condemn him when
he is judged.
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Psalms 37

[34] Wait on the LORD, and keep his way, and he shall exalt thee to
inherit the land: when the wicked are cut off, thou shalt see it.

Psalms 37

[37] Mark the perfect man, and behold the upright: for the end of that
man is peace.

Psalms 37

[38] But the transgressors shall be destroyed together: the end of the
wicked shall be cut off.

Psalms 37

[39] But the salvation of the righteous is of the LORD: he is their
strength in the time of trouble.

[40] And the LORD shall help them and deliver them: he shall deliver
them from the wicked, and save them, because they trust in him.
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Psalms 39

[11] When thou with rebukes dost correct man for iniquity, thou
makest his beauty to consume away like a moth: surely every man is
vanity. Selah.

Psalms 50
[14] Offer unto God thanksgiving; and pay thy vows unto the most High:

[15] And call upon me in the day of trouble: | will deliver thee, and thou
shalt glorify me.

Psalms 50

[16] But unto the wicked God saith, What hast thou to do to declare my
statutes, or that thou shouldest take my covenant in thy mouth?

[17] Seeing thou hatest instruction, and castest my words behind thee.
[18] When thou sawest a thief, then thou consentedst with him, and
hast been partaker with adulterers.

[19] Thou givest thy mouth to evil, and thy tongue frameth deceit.
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[20] Thou sittest and speakest against thy brother; thou slanderest
thine own mother's son.

[21] These things hast thou done, and | kept silence; thou thoughtest
that | was altogether such an one as thyself: but | will reprove thee, and
set them in order before thine eyes.

Psalms 50

[23] Whoso offereth praise glorifieth me: and to him that ordereth his
conversation aright will | shew the salvation of God.

Psalms 51

[16] For thou desirest not sacrifice; else would | give it: thou delightest
not in burnt offering.

[17] The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit: a broken and a contrite
heart, O God, thou wilt not despise.

Psalms 55

[16] As for me, | will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me.
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Psalms 55
[17] Evening, and morning, and at noon, will | pray, and cry aloud: and
he shall hear my voice.

Psalms 62

[10] Trust not in oppression, and become not vain in robbery: if riches
increase, set not your heart upon them.

Psalms 62
[11] God hath spoken once; twice have | heard this; that power
belongeth unto God.

Psalms 62
[12] Also unto thee, O Lord, belongeth mercy: for thou renderest to
every man according to his work.

Psalms 63

[11] But the king shall rejoice in God; every one that sweareth by him
shall glory: but the mouth of them that speak lies shall be stopped.
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Psalms 66

[10] For thou, O God, hast proved us: thou hast tried us, as silver is tried.

Psalms 66
[18] If | regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear me:

Psalms 69

[30] | will praise the name of God with a song, and will magnify him
with thanksgiving.

[31] This also shall please the LORD better than an ox or bullock that
hath horns and hoofs.

Psalms 69

[32] The humble shall see this, and be glad: and your heart shall live
that seek God.
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Psalms 70

[4] Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: and let such
as love thy salvation say continually, Let God be magnified.

Psalms 73

[27] For, lo, they that are far from thee shall perish: thou hast
destroyed all them that go a whoring from thee.

Psalms 75
[5] Lift not up your horn on high: speak not with a stiff neck.

Psalms 75

[6] For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor
from the south.
[7] But God is the judge: he putteth down one, and setteth up another.

Psalms 75
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[10] All the horns of the wicked also will | cut off; but the horns of the
righteous shall be exalted.

Psalms 78

[18] And they tempted God in their heart by asking meat for their lust.
[19] Yea, they spake against God; they said, Can God furnish a table in
the wilderness?

[20] Behold, he smote the rock, that the waters gushed out, and the
streams overflowed; can he give bread also? can he provide flesh for his
people?

[21] Therefore the LORD heard this, and was wroth: so a fire was
kindled against Jacob, and anger also came up against Israel;

[22] Because they believed not in God, and trusted not in his salvation:

Psalms 78

[32] For all this they sinned still, and believed not for his wondrous
works.

[33] Therefore their days did he consume in vanity, and their years in
trouble.

[2] How long will ye judge unjustly, and accept the persons of the
wicked? Selah.

Psalms 82
[3] Defend the poor and fatherless: do justice to the afflicted and needy.

Psalms 82
[4] Deliver the poor and needy: rid them out of the hand of the wicked.

Psalms 84

[11] For the LORD God is a sun and shield: the LORD will give grace and
glory: no good thing will he withhold from them that walk uprightly.

Psalms 84
[12] O LORD of hosts, blessed is the man that trusteth in thee.
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Psalms 85

[8] I will hear what God the LORD will speak: for he will speak peace
unto his people, and to his saints: but let them not turn again to folly.

Psalms 85

[9] Surely his salvation is nigh them that fear him; that glory may dwell
in our land.

Psalms 86

[4] Rejoice the soul of thy servant: for unto thee, O Lord, do | lift up my
soul.

Psalms 86
[5] For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in
mercy unto all them that call upon thee.

Psalms 89
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[14] Justice and judgment are the habitation of thy throne: mercy and
truth shall go before thy face.

Psalms 90

[7] For we are consumed by thine anger, and by thy wrath are we
troubled.

Psalms 90

[11] Who knoweth the power of thine anger? even according to thy
fear, so is thy wrath.

Psalms 90
[12] So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts
unto wisdom.

Psalms 91

[1] He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide
under the shadow of the Almighty.
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Psalms 91
[2] | will say of the LORD, He is my refuge and my fortress: my God; in
him will | trust.

Psalms 91

[9] Because thou hast made the LORD, which is my refuge, even the
most High, thy habitation;

[10] There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any plague come nigh
thy dwelling.

[11] For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy
ways.

[12] They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot
against a stone.

[13] Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and the
dragon shalt thou trample under feet.

Psalms 91

[14] Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will | deliver him: |
will set him on high, because he hath known my name.

[15] He shall call upon me, and | will answer him: | will be with him in
trouble; | will deliver him, and honour him.

[16] With long life will | satisfy him, and shew him my salvation.
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Psalms 92

[1] It is a good thing to give thanks unto the LORD, and to sing praises
unto thy name, O most High:

[2] To shew forth thy lovingkindness in the morning, and thy
faithfulness every night,

Psalms 92

[4] For thou, LORD, hast made me glad through thy work: | will triumph
in the works of thy hands.

Psalms 92

[12] The righteous shall flourish like the palm tree: he shall grow like a
cedar in Lebanon.

Psalms 92

[13] Those that be planted in the house of the LORD shall flourish in the
courts of our God.

[14] They shall still bring forth fruit in old age; they shall be fat and
flourishing;
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Psalms 94

[1] O LORD God, to whom vengeance belongeth; O God, to whom
vengeance belongeth, shew thyself.

Psalms 94
[2] Lift up thyself, thou judge of the earth: render a reward to the proud.

Psalms 94

[3] LORD, how long shall the wicked, how long shall the wicked
triumph?

[4] How long shall they utter and speak hard things? and all the workers
of iniquity boast themselves?

[5] They break in pieces thy people, O LORD, and afflict thine heritage.
[6] They slay the widow and the stranger, and murder the fatherless.
[7] Yet they say, The LORD shall not see, neither shall the God of Jacob
regard it.

[8] Understand, ye brutish among the people: and ye fools, when will
ye be wise?

[9] He that planted the ear, shall he not hear? he that formed the eye,
shall he not see?

[10] He that chastiseth the heathen, shall not he correct? he that
teacheth man knowledge, shall not he know?
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Psalms 94

[12] Blessed is the man whom thou chastenest, O LORD, and teachest
him out of thy law;

[13] That thou mayest give him rest from the days of adversity, until the
pit be digged for the wicked.

Psalms 94
[14] For the LORD will not cast off his people, neither will he forsake his
inheritance.

Psalms 94

[15] But judgment shall return unto righteousness: and all the upright in
heart shall follow it.

Psalms 94

[14] | was almost in all evil in the midst of the congregation and
assembly.

[15] Drink waters out of thine own cistern, and running waters out of
thine own well.

[16] Let thy fountains be dispersed abroad, and rivers of waters in the
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streets.
[17] Let them be only thine own, and not strangers' with thee.

[14] She is like the merchants' ships; she bringeth her food from afar.
[15] She riseth also while it is yet night, and giveth meat to her
household, and a portion to her maidens.

[16] She considereth a field, and buyeth it: with the fruit of her hands
she planteth a vineyard.

[17] She girdeth her loins with strength, and strengtheneth her arms.
[18] She perceiveth that her merchandise is good: her candle goeth not
out by night.

[19] She layeth her hands to the spindle, and her hands hold the distaff.
[20] She stretcheth out her hand to the poor; yea, she reacheth forth
her hands to the needy.

[21] She is not afraid of the snow for her household: for all her
household are clothed with scarlet.

[22] She maketh herself coverings of tapestry; her clothing is silk and
purple.

[23] Her husband is known in the gates, when he sitteth among the
elders of the land.

[24] She maketh fine linen, and selleth it; and delivereth girdles unto
the merchant.

[25] Strength and honour are her clothing; and she shall rejoice in time
to come.

[26] She openeth her mouth with wisdom; and in her tongue is the law
of kindness.

[27] She looketh well to the ways of her household, and eateth not the
bread of idleness.
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[28] Her children arise up, and call her blessed; her husband also, and
he praiseth her.
[29] Many daughters have done virtuously, but thou excellest them all.

[30] Favour is deceitful, and beauty is vain: but a woman that feareth
the LORD, she shall be praised.

[31] Give her of the fruit of her hands; and let her own works praise her
in the gates.
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
